White Mountains Outing

On October 7 and 8, 1989, eleven people joined the
Montpelier Section’s scheduled hike in the White Moun-
tains from Pinkham Notch Camp to Gorham via Lost
Pond, Wildcat Ridge Trail, and Carter-Moriah Trails
with an overnight stay at Carter Notch AMC hut. The first
leg of the trip was a rugged 6.7 miles and took us from
Pinkham Notch Camp to the Carter Notch AMC hut,
Upon leaving Pinkham Notch, it started to rain and we
had to break out our foul weather gear to stay dry.
Fortunately, the rain ended at Lost Pond and we started
our climb of Wildcat Mountain with its exposed wind-
blown ridges. The ridges provided excellent views of
Mount Washington directly across from us, At the top of
Wildcat, we stopped to rest at the ski lift station which
was crowded with tourists watching the fall foliage. We
then hiked over Wildcat Ridge and summits A-E and
hiked down to Carter Notch which lies between Wildcat
Mountain and 4,843 foot high Carter Dome.

To the south, the Carter Notch hut overlooks a
jumble of giant, glacier-carved boulders known as the
ramparts, and beyond to the Saco River Valley and
Choccorua Range further in the distance. Built on a rise
of land by two ponds, the hut holds up to 40 people in
separate twin bunkhouses, with rooms for four to six
people. The hut consists of a kitchen and dining room/

function room area which is heated with a wood stove.
For supper many members of the group shared food fora
spaghetti dinner with soup and stayed after to read books
and talk. The temperature outside was about 15 degrees
and the main hut was the only area heated, so we were not
in a hurry to go back to the unheated bunkhouses.

After a breakfast of pancakes, we started our sec-
ond day’s hike of approximately 13 miles by climbing
4,843 foot Carter Dome, From Carter Dome, we hiked to
Mount Hight (4,832 ft.) which provided excellent views
of the surrounding mountains and valleys and down to
Zeta Pass. The balance of the hike took us over South
Carter (4,400 ft.), Middle Carier {4,620 ft.), North Carter
(4,530 ft.), and past Imp Mountain to the Stony Brook
Trail. During the second day, we spotted a Sawet Owl
near the trail which we were fortunate to observe and
photograph at length. The whole second day’s hike was
a ridge walk with moderate elevation changes. Due to
cold weather and limited daylight, we decided to cut the
trip short and not climb Mount Moriah at the end of the
range, but to go down Stony Brook Trail to Gorham.
Although the hike was quite challenging from a physical
point of view, the views and alpine terrain were interest-
ing as was the satisfaction of climbing so many 4,000 foot
mountains.
