GRANOLA RECIPE 
From Sairs to Nuquist to Bohl to You 

A recipe can be a social document; a record of a tradition passed down between friends. Several 
years ago, Reidun Nuquist was kind enough to share a granola recipe with me. She and Andrew got 
the recipe from Sally Sairs; they added their own touches, as I have added to mine. Here is the anno­
tated version: 

Mix together: 
5-7 c. oatmeal 
1 package dried milk powder 
1 cup raw sunflower seeds 
1 cup raw sesame seeds 
1 cup soy flour 
1 cup raw almonds 

1 cup raw cashews 
1 cup coconut 

Heat together: 
1 cup safflower or canola oil 
1 cup maple syrup 
1 teas. vanilla 

Sally says 5, the Nuquists and I use 7 
Sally says one cup, and that is what I use 

Sometimes I go light on the sesame seeds 
Can be omitted if unable to find 
Sally says peanuts are an option: I believe all nuts are 
good including pecans and walnuts 
Reidun says pieces are cheaper; I use pieces too 
Sally and I use coconut; Andrew and Reidun omit 

Sally uses safflower; Reidun and I use canola 
Reidun thinks the darkest, but I like light syrup 

Pour hot liquid over dry ingredients in a large shallow roasting pan or a baking sheet. 
Bake at 275-300 degrees. Stir every 20 minutes until brown. .says ebout 40, minutes total; 
Andrew and Reidun need about twice that. I usually need an hour.

I like to add a couple handfuls of dried cranberries about half way through. Make extra to free away, 
it's ready for future adventures.

We made a short detour to "Hawk Watch," where 
there was a dilapidated three-sided shelter and 
views of the Green Mountains. We didn't see any 
hawks, but noticed storm clouds blowing in. After 
a quick lunch, we headed out and ended the hike 
in light rain. Reading the trail descriptions from 
William Osgood's, Paine Mountain Trail Guide, I 
calculated that our route would be more than 8.5 
miles. One in our group carried a GPS, which 
measured the hike to and from our cars as 7.7 
miles.
